1. The incoming president,ProfessoKen Jacksornof the University of Toronto, took the
Chairandcalledthe meetingto orderat 12.07P.M. Twenty- ve memberof the Society
werein attendance.

2. It was moved by Michael Foremanand secondedy Bill Langfordthatthe agendabe
approvedaswritten. Themotioncarried.

3. It wasmovedby Paul Sullivanandsecondedby JohnStockiethattheminutesof the Gen-
eralmeetingheldon SundayJune9, 2002be approvedaswritten. The motioncarried.

4. Therewereno mattersarisingfrom the minutes.

5. TheoutgoingpresidentSamShen presentedhis report. Highlights areincludedbelow.
Detailswill appeaiin the Fall Newsletter

PresidenShenbeganby reviewing his goalsfor CAIMS SCMAI for thetwo yearsof his
presideng:

The Presidenteviewed the progressvhich hadbeenmadeon the ve objectvessetup
with the Boardto work towardthegoals.

(i) To reach300 paid members. The Presidenindicatedthat while we have not yet
reachedhis objectve, we aredoingvery well with 236individual membersand20
institutionalmembers.

(i) Toincreaseahe Societys bankaccountby $10,000.ThePresidentndicatedthatthe
bankaccounthasincreasedy $40,000.

(i) To achieve goodrecognitionof the Doctoral DissertationAward (DDA) and Re-
searclPrize. ThePresidenhotedthatbothawardswerewidely adwertisedthis year
with theresultthata recordnumberof thesegeight) weresubmittedfor the DDA.

(iv) To enhancehe Societys relationshipwith otherrelevantsocieties. The President
indicatedthatthe 2004 meetingwill overlapwith theMITACSAGM, whichshould
helpincreasdhe participationby gradstudentsandwith the Canadiarndegrad-
uateMathematicEConferencewhich shouldhelp increasehe participationby un-
degraduatesThe Presidentndicatedthathewill bea VP for the CanadiarMathe-
maticalSociety(CMS) andwill work to promotethe importanceof Applied Math-
ematicsin the CMS. The Presidentotedthata CAIMS SCMAI boardmembey
JohnStockie,is thenew DeputyScienti ¢ Directorof MITACS.He alsonotedthat
CAIMS SCMAI is well representedt the Fields Institute and other institutions,
whichis helpingto increaserecognitionof the Society
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(v) To nd sponsordor CAIMS SCMAI AwardsandPrizes. The Presidenindicated
thatno furtherprogresnthis objective hasbeenmade.

The Presidentalsoindicatedsomewaysin which CAIMS SCMAI memberscan help
achieve theseobjectves.For (i), heaskedmembergo try to recruitnen membersn their
departmentskor (ii) heencouragethembergo submitproposalso MITACS,andnoted
thata new themein ErvironmentandResourcesvasbeingstarted.

PresidenShenthankedthe BoardMembersfor their serviceto the Society He thanked
Michael Foremanfor his signi cant donationof time (up to 10 hours/weekduring the
busy period) as Treasurerof the Society He thanked SueAnn Campbellfor her work
on the web page/databasand Newsletters,especiallymaking the print Newsletterself
nancing. He thanked JohnStockiefor his work promotingthe DDA. He thanked Bob
Russellfor actingasthe CAIMS SCMAI representate to ICIAM and indicatedthat
ICIAM is now startingto listento our suggestionandview CAIMS SCMAI asrepre-
sentingCanada.

OutgoingpresidentShenconcludedhis reportby suggestinga goal for the future: to try
to increasgehe membershigo 350-400in the next two years.
