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President'sReport

As many of you know, we have beenbusy over the last year preparinga joint bid with
MITACSandSIAM to hold theInternationalCongresson IndustrialandAppliedMathematics
(ICIAM) in Vancouverin July2011.After someinitial discussionsthatstartedmorethanayear
ago,we decidedto proceedwith our joint bid for ICIAM 2011. I met with Arvind Guptaof
MITACSandJim Crowley of SIAM in Montréalabouta yearagoto discussour initial plans
for the bid. We developedour plansfurther over the next several monthsandpresentedour
preliminarybid to theICIAM Boardin Zurich lastMay. It wasverywell receivedandwewere
invited to proceedwith our bid for ICIAM 2011.We have beenbusyover thesummerandfall
preparingour �nal bid, which wassubmittedto ICIAM in mid October. At thetimeof writing,
we arepreparingfor the ICIAM site visit to Vancouver on 4 November2004. The �nal bid
will bepresentedformally at theICIAM Boardmeetingin Florencenext May andICIAM will
decidethenwho will hold the2011Congress.

The othercountrybidding for ICIAM 2011 is China. If they win, they plan to hold the
Congressin Beijing. Both bids arevery strongandit will be a toughchoicefor the ICIAM
Boardto decidethewinner, but I amveryhopefulthatwewill besuccessful.

CAIMS rSCMAI wasinvitedto participatein theCanadianMathematicsLeadershipRetreat
at BIRS at theendof October. Bill LangfordandI representedCAIMS rSCMAI. Therewere
also representatives from CMS, SSC,AARMS, BIRS, MITACS, and the threeMathematics
Institutes.I believe this is the�rst meetingof this kind in Canadaandit representsa new spirit
of co-operationwithin theCanadianMathematicscommunitythatCAIMS rSCMAI welcomes.

Following the very successfuljoint meetingswith CMS and SSCat McMasterin 2000,
the joint meetingwith SIAM in Montréal in 2003and the joint meetingwith CMS in Hali-
fax in 2004(which followed the MITACSmeetingthere),we areplanninga joint meetingof
CAIMS rSCMAI andMITACS at York University in June2006anda large joint meetingin-
volving CAIMS rSCMAI, CMSandMITACSin 2008.Thelocationfor thelattermeetingis not
yetdecided,but weareconsideringholdingit in QuebecCity in June2008,a few weeksbefore
the400thanniversaryof thefoundingof thatcity.

In addition,plansarewell underway to hold the2005CAIMS rSCMAI meetingat theUni-
versityof Manitobain Winnipeg next June.I look forwardto seeingyou there.

At this
point,ourmain“competitor” is Chinawhoproposesto havethemeetingin Beijing.

� Cooperation with other Mathematical Organizations: The presidentreported
thathewill beattendinga “MathematicalLeadershipMeeting” at BIRS. This will
provide anopportunityfor thepresidentsandpresidents-electof CAIMS rSCMAI,
CMS, SSCandthe directorsof the variousmathematicalinstitutesto meet. The
presidentmentionedvarioustentativeplansfor joint meetings(with theCMS sum-
mermeetingeveryfour years,with theMITACSAGM everytwo to threeyears)and
askedfor otherideasfor cooperationbetweentheSocieties.

6. Treasurer's Reportwaspresentedby Michael Foreman.Highlights areincludedbelow.
